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1. What is the research question or argument, as expressed in the introduction? Is it clearly and well-stated. Make suggestions for improvement, clarification, etc., as needed.


     

2. How effective is the hook? Make suggestions to improve or change it, as needed.



3. Does the introduction successfully introduce the context that the reader needs to understand the issue and its significance?



4. If there are key terms that need to be defined, is this done well and clearly? Are any unnecessary terms defined or important terms left undefined? Make suggestions as needed.

5. Evaluate the effectiveness of the opening sentence of the introduction and the last sentence of the intro. Make suggestions for improvement as needed.
